BY-LAWS COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN
The By-laws Committee is a standing committee established by the Board of Director’s for the purpose of evaluating the By-laws of the WSRT, and recommending amendments, if needed. This committee is accountable to the WSRT membership.

The President appoints the committee chairman annually.  The By-laws Committee Chairman will appoint and determine the number of committee members.  It is recommended all members have sufficient experience in the WSRT Society affairs to serve effectively.

1. The committee will annually review the current by-laws of the WSRT and determine whether or not the by-laws are still applicable, and will recommend any amendments that may be needed.

2. Any member of the WSRT is entitled to contact the By-laws Committee Chairman with recommendations and suggestions regarding the by-laws.  The committee has the responsibility to evaluate all correspondence from the membership.  The committee may then rewrite the proposal in amendment form and submit it to the membership for adoption, rejection, or it may return the proposal to the submitting party or parties with reason for not offering the proposal to the membership for vote.

3. The committee is expected to present a report at the mid-year and pre-Annual Conference Board meeting.  In accordance to the By-laws, the committee will retain the authority to present its amendments as proposed to the membership at the Annual Conference.
4. The committee shall prepare further reports to be published in The Illuminator or in a separate mailing in sufficient time to meet the requirements for amendments as specified in the By-laws (the last issue of The Illuminator prior to the Annual Conference, or 20 days prior to the date of the Annual Conference).

5. During the Annual Conference, a member of the By-laws Committee will read each proposed amendment to the membership and move for adoption or rejection.  Each amendment will be presented and acted upon individually.  Following the motion to adopt or reject, the Chairman of the Board will inform the assembly of the Boards support, or lack of support for the amendment.  The members will then have the opportunity to discuss the proposed amendment prior to the vote.

6. Maintain a supply of the By-laws with current revisions.

7. Keep an accurate account of all expenditures and submit a voucher within 30 days to the Treasurer with complete and accurate receipts.

8. Transfer all records and files to the successor within 15 days following the close of the Annual Conference or at the post-Annual Conference orientation meeting.

9. The ASRT should always have the most current copy of the WSRT By-laws.
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
