DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE
1. Must be a member of the WSRT and the ASRT.

2. The term of the District Representative is one year, or until a successor has been appointed.  The District representative may serve consecutive terms.

3. Must attend all board meetings.

4. Written reports are to be presented and will be published in The Illuminator.
5. The Pre-Annual Conference report must be submitted in triplicate to the Secretary for membership review at the Annual Conference Business Sessions.

6. The District Representative shall keep complete and accurate files to be transferred to their successor following completion of their tenure.

7. The District Representative must represent the best interests of their district, vote in accordance, and be held accountable.

8. Is responsible for obtaining items for the Annual Conference Silent Auction up to $100.00 in value or a donation of $100.00 may be given.

RESPONSIBILITY OF THE WSRT DISTRICTS IN DETERMINING    A DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE TO THE WSRT BOARD
1. The district shall select a representative by a procedure that best meets the needs of said district. This may be done by vote or by appointment.

2. The representative shall serve a one year term or until their successor has been appointed and are to be installed at a district business meeting.  District Representatives may serve consecutive terms.

3. The representative shall be informed by the district officers of their duties, functions, and responsibilities of the position.

4. Notification to the Board of Director’s shall be made prior to the Annual Conference as to who these representatives will be.

GUIDELINES FOR DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVES

1. Each district should ideally maintain a President, Secretary, and Treasurer, and District Representative.  In the event no District Representative has been appointed, the President of said district shall assume the duties of District representative until an appointment can be made.
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2. All officers of the district shall be a WSRT member and must reside in their district they represent.

3. Each district must conduct a minimum of 3 business sessions with their district membership as directed by the ASRT By-Laws.

4. Each district should strive to provide educational opportunities for their Radiology Professionals and associates.
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
