FELLOWS COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN
The Fellow Committee is a standing committee of the WSRT established by the Board of Director’s.  The President shall designate the Chairman.  The Chairman shall appoint and determine the number of members.

1. Maintain the questionnaire needed for distribution to the WSRT membership who are applying for Fellow status.

2. Submit a notice of qualifications and procedures to apply for Fellowship to the Editor of The Illuminator and to the Webmaster for posting.

3. Coordinate distribution to appropriate committee people that have completed the Fellow questionnaires and collate results to determine acceptance or denial. 

4. Fellow candidates that are recommended shall be approved by the Board of Director’s.

5. Notify the applicants of acceptance or denial, and coordinate with the Annual Conference Program Chairman a time during the Annual Conference for bestowing Fellow status upon the newest recipients. 

6. Maintain an adequate number of Fellow status certificates and medallions, which are needed for each year’s ceremony.

7. Submit a report (in triplicate) to the Board of Director’s at the pre-Annual Conference board meeting and for the Annual Conference. 

8. Transfer all files to the successor of the Fellows Committee within 15 days following the completion of the appointment or at the orientation meeting following the Annual Conference.

9. Submit any requests for payment of expenses with accurate receipts to the Treasurer for the Board of Director’s approval within 30 days.
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
