LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE

1. Carry out the policies and recommendations as adopted by the WSRT membership and the Board of Director’s.

2. Maintain active correspondence with the membership and the ASRT Government Relations staff.

3. It is highly recommended to be a member of the ASRT Grassroots Campaign Committee.

4. Present a full, report in triplicate, of activities of the committee to the Board of Director’s and the membership at the mid-year and Annual Conference meetings.

5. Recommend to the President needed additional members to the committee.

6. Act as the WSRT legislative liaison between the Wisconsin Society of Radiologic Technologists, the Wisconsin Radiological Society, and the membership of the WSRT.

7. Attend any legislative activities on the local or national levels as directed by the Board.

8. Prepare testimony and represent the WSRT as an advocate for the profession at public hearings and forums.

9. Be prepared to make arrangements to use personal time and travel as necessary to ensure WSRT is represented in the Society’s legislative endeavors.

10. Maintain contact with lobbyist(s) working on WSRT’s behalf and monitor for progress and accountability.

11. Transfer all files to the succeeding legislative liaison at the post-Annual Conference orientation meeting.

12. Keep an accurate record of all expenditures and submit a voucher with accurate receipts to the Treasurer for the Board of Director’s approval within 30 days.
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
