PRESIDENT ELECT
1. Shall serve as a member of the WSRT Board of Director’s.

2. Keep in contact with President of WSRT regarding changes via verbal or written communications 

3. Study and familiarize oneself with all aspects of the structure and function of all offices, committees, and by-laws of the WSRT.

4. Maintain a complete and accurate file of all correspondence received and sent during the tenure of office.  All files will be transferred to the successor at the end of the term of office. This transfer will take place following the Annual Post-Conference meeting.

5. Update the WSRT Manual as needed.  
6. The President-Elect writes the letter inviting all student members that are graduating to maintain their WSRT membership.

7. Assume office of President at the next Annual Conference of the WSRT.

8. Attend the ASRT National Conference meeting.  This will be of benefit for the following year as President of the WSRT with regards to Parliamentary Procedures and Roberts Rules of Order. The President Elect may be a substitute at the ASRT National Conference in the event the President or the Member Delegate is unable to attend.

9. Keep an accurate account of all expenditures and submit a voucher to the Treasurer at the mid-year and end of year with complete and accurate receipts within 30 days.
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
