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House of Delegates Votes To Add a
New R.R.A. Chapter

One of the most pivotal decisions that affiliate and chapter delegates
overwhelming supported at the annual meeting was the adoption of a
Registered Radiologist Assistant Chapter. The existing chapter model of
the ASRT governance structure has not been changed in over a decade.
The ASRT instituted the chapter system in the House of Delegates in 1993,
and the R.R.A. Chapter will be the 15th chapter in the House structure.
The new R.R.A. Chapter will seek national delegates for election in 2011
and seat delegates in the 2011 annual meeting. The House also voted on
several modifications to the Radiologist Assistant Practice Standards. One
key change is a revision to the radiologist assistant section of the ASRT
Practice Standards for Medical Imaging and Radiation Therapy. To ensure
that RAs can meet the needs of radiologists, the radiologist assistant scope
of practice now is written to mirror other physician extenders. The new
R.R.A. Chapter will have the opportunity to participate
in discussions, review motions and take part in
chapter meetings.

Important House of
Delegates Vote Regarding
Subordinate Compliance

The affiliate and chapter delegates
voted and approved Amendment
#16, the section of the bylaws
which deals with affiliate organiza-
tions and Chapters as follows:

The Committee on Bylaws moves to amend
Article IX, Affiliate Organizations and
Chapters, Section 1, Affiliate Organizations,
Letter B, page 17, by adding a new number 9.

9. Lists of affiliate subordinates recognized
by affiliate and attestation that these
subordinates are in compliance with the
ASRT affiliate subordinate policies and
procedures.

Rationale: Assists affiliates in com-
plying with changes in the Internal
Revenue Service requirements for
tax-exempt organizations and re-
porting. The changes are necessary
to protect the tax-exempt status of
the affiliates and the ASRT.

This means that the affiliates will
need to verify and supply documen-
tation of the subordinate’s compli-
ance to the ASRT. This requirement
will be added to the yearly affiliate
compliance requirements. Affiliates
will be responsible for monitoring
their subordinates for compliance.
An audit will be conducted by the
ASRT to confirm
compliance.
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Update on Subordinate Compliance
June 30 Deadline

On behalf of the Affiliate Relations Department, we would like to
congratulate the affiliate districts/chapters across the country that have
successfully completed the subordinate compliance process and received
their subordinate agreements.

Many people have asked, “Why does this need to be done? What hap-
pens if chapters and districts didn’t complete the compliance process?”

Answers: First, the ASRT supports development of a model network
under ASRT’s umbrella that links the ASRT as a national organization to
the state affiliate and the state affiliate to local affiliates. State affiliates
can utilize whatever “term” they would like i.e.: chapter, district, region
or affiliate. Many national associations have state and local chapters

or affiliates that represent the industry or profession at a state or local
level. The relationship between the national organization and any of its
components is quite important, and for the benefit of both the national
association and its chapters or affiliates, it is essential that all relevant
terms of the relationships be stated and understood.

Second, in an effort to assist our affiliates in complying with changes in
the Internal Revenue Service requirements for tax-exempt organizations
and reporting, the changes are being implemented to protect the tax-
exempt status of the affiliates and the ASRT.

Third, if the chapter/district of the state affiliate decided not to complete
the subordinate compliance process, they should contact the state affili-
ate officers to find out what the state’s bylaws indicate the process for
disbanding is.

The due date for the first round of compliance was June 30, 2010; how-
ever individual districts and chapters can still complete the subordinate
compliance status.

Reminder: If you are an active chapter/district of your state affiliate
organization and have not completed the compliance process, you will
lose your complimentary CE review and also lose the ability to advertise
that you are affiliated with the ASRT or state ASRT affiliate until you have
fully achieved the compliance status.

B Be a voting member of the ASRT
and a member of an affiliate or have
served as a Military Chapter delegate
for two (2) years immediately preced-
ing nomination.

Have served as an officer, delegate or a
committee member in the ASRT, or as
an officer, on the board of directors or
as a committee member in an affiliate.

Show proof of current R.R.A. credential
and documentation of current practice
as a registered radiologist assistant.

Members interested in volunteering
for these appointments are required
to complete the 2010 Chapter Del-
egate Candidate Information Form
and submit to governance@asrt.org
no later than Aug.1, 2010.
